This is my second summer as the student employddedhatchery, and I've been

spending a lot of quality time with the fish foetpast few weeks. Things are going

very well inside the hatchery: mortalities haverbeenimal over the past few monthg
and the fish continue to grow steadily. The Kirgged_ake Trout have now been split

to take up both ER tanks due to their size and mugsjbvhile the Haliburton Gold Lak
Trout are slowly filling up AR 1. The new autontakielt feeders are working
excellently, with one exception that needs a gobdak every now and then to get it
running. The belt feeders greatly reduce the atoufeed wasted by overfeeding a
spilling, which keeps the tanks and hatchery vésgr.

Outside the hatchery things are going well tobe Ponds look fantastic and are
keeping very dry this year in spite of a few ratlays. The limestone that was adde
the Walleye Pond last year has provided a solitbboand made a world of differenc
in helping keep down the muck and dry the pond alnd the Stewardship Rangers
managed to clear about 500 L of grime from the BawmPond, which should help a
when the pond gets filled.

After the heaadlzing die-off last year the Walleye
pond volunteers pressed on and were rewardedehiswith 11 600 healthy fingerlings

and 125 000 fry going into the lakes. All in alW@ry successful stocking this year,
congratulations to all volunteers and thank youyfmur hard work.
