 We are still hand feeding some of the fish and remind feeders to 
feed slowly and be careful not to get feed on the floors.  Power 
washing is done once a month so spilled feed can become a health 
issue.  
 
 Everyone is encouraged to join any of the teams for scheduled 
inventory, power washing and maintenance.  It’s a good way to 
meet fellow volunteers, share ideas and to become familiar with the 
whole hatchery operation.

Wildlife Gourmet 
Hillcrest Rabbit in Wine 

 
1 rabbit, cut into serving pieces 1/4 tsp sage 
1 cu dry wine     1/4 tsp tarragon 
1/4 cu flour     1/4 tsp savory 
Salt & pepper     1/4 lb butter 
 
Mix the flour with the salt, pepper: rub well into 
rabbit pieces.  Melt the butter in heavy frying pan, 
add the rabbit and sear gently on all sides.  Be sure 
to use low heat, as the butter may burn.  Reduce 
the heat and add the wine.  Cook very gently in the 
wine, covered about 35 - 45 minutes or until 
tender.  Remove the cover, add the tarragon, sage 
and savory, stir, turn up the heat and cook another 
5 minutes.
