ATTENTION DEER FEEDERS

Here is a list of do’s and don’ts for the deer fsdut there.

Deer feeding should be done for the benefihefdeer and not people.
A proper amount of feed is 1 cup per day [€kd of deer. Feeding is only meant
to be supplementary.

Do not feed deer close to or on both sideslmisy road.

If you start feeding deer, you must contiruéetd all winter.

Proper feed mixture is 50% oats and 50% c@w.not add molasses.
Start feeding the deer in small amounts, dde®x too much.

Only feed in the winter.

Watch deer scat for signs of diarrhea.

. Watch for significant hair loss.

“if April 25th falls on a Saturday or Sunday, treason will open on the following Monday.”
Hubert says the last time this happened was in,208dn April 25th fell on a Sunday. That
year, the turkey season opened on April 26th.
