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David Flowers, MNR (Bancroft District, FisheriextEnsion
Biologist), educated all the students/volunteeesd|the process
and monitored our results. The process of fin atigpinvolves
placing trout in a bin containing an anesthetisiggnt (clove oil)
where they are temporarily knocked out (for a femutes) so
volunteers can fin clip them using scissors. Thegy @en placed back into the raceway where
immediately recover in the fresh water. Fin cligpihelps the MNR and the HHOA to monitor
effectiveness of their hatchery operations andl lle¢@ stocking projects.

Why the need to identify an individual fish?

Tagging and marking a fish is a common tool indishsciencs
that has been used to obtain much information ddgarfish
species and their movements, migrations (includiravel
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paths), speed, homing tendencies, spawning habitat,

reproductive biology, survival rates, growth rateie fidelity|
(or a specific place where a species of fish regzhatreturn fof
reproductive purposes), stock identification, alamu, an
more. Fin clipping is a management tool used tentifly
hatchery-reared fish verses wild fish.

1kg (2.5Ibs) Venison bones (meat on- neck and sleo)l
2-3 beef bouillion cubes

2 large onions, roughly chopped

12 cups (3ltrs) boiling water

bouquet garni of celery leaves and bay leaves
6 celery sticks, chopped

2 large onions, chopped (second batch)

2-3 tomatoes, skinned and diced

2-3 leeks, sliced

6 tbs cooking oil, divided

2 tbs flour

Fresh garden peas

Heat oil in large pan. Add onions and bones anérEowly
over gentle heat until slightly brown.

Add boiling water, beef cubes, bouquet garni afwirato
simmer for 3 hours. Strain.

Then, in separate pan, heat remaining oil and shatsecond
batch of onions, celery, tomatoes and leeks fod Balnutes.
Add flour and stir to form a roux. Add venison dtatowly,
stirring constantly as you do so. Heat to boiliBgason with
salt and pepper. Garnish with fresh garden peas.
