It is unusual that these fish are thihake of
Bays has a huge smelt population as bait fish.s&fish were taken to MNR Bracebridge but no resu
were recorded.

This year a local angler from Haliburton told amether story. He and his friend were fishing a
small splake lake when they caught 3 splake. Cameanbeautiful fish, coloured and healthy. Theo#
were pale, sick and skinny. Once they were cuhpfiey had their intestinal tract plugged withspie/
rubber? worms. These worms were pink and natwwain coloured. Traditionally, plastic/rubber
worms and jigs are not used on splake and lake. tdoately, they are becoming much more popular.
Some of the lakes have baitfish restrictions. Atkere are a lot more slot-size lakes and catdh an
release is more prevalent. Before, the MNR Scielegartment might have had some money to study
these fish, but being drastically under-funded, MNEh & Wildlife cannot do their jobs as well. Tu
we cannot tell if these were starving or being poesl. However, they were definitely sick. Hopbful
some bait shop operators might caution some adutiggers on using plastic/rubber jigs and worms on
trout or splake. Please feel free to pass thierlen to your favourite bait shop.
