See Fishing Regulations page 10 and page 13: “Itis ilegalease any live baibr dump the contents of a bait bucke
including the water into any waters or within 30m of anyansat* “Moving live fish - many new populations of fish have be¢
established through unauthorized stocking. This practitlegaliand can cause great harm to existing fisheries and aqua
ecosystems. A license is required for all fish (including $pawn) transfers and stocking into Ontario waters.”

1. Adult fish being illegally transferred. There aregllly transferred adult fish severely adversely affecting ou
fisheries. Pike introduction in the West Guilford chainelby fish moving from Kushog Lake where they were pontkstb
illegally and a dam broke. What a brain dead maneuver . Mus#iBike have now shown up in Long Lake next to Miskw|
Lake. What kind of idiot would introduce these species h@ilegse lakes are jewels and a great destination for both bows
lake trout but now have introduced predators threateningstinery. Crappie showed up 2 years ago in Kashagawigamog
Again a brain dead move by an angler either by adult transbsr dumping his bait bucket. Rock bass showed up 4 ggars
in Beanpole Lake. This threatens 20 miles of natural prodwsgacked trout waters and lakes downstream. Small mouth
have shown up in Havelock Lake, north of Kennisis. Whaaash This is one of the best natural producing trout ldiah,
speckled and lake trout that Ontario has. If these typearafférs are the result of adult transfers, someone needs togbé @
and made an example of.
