What a great 

way to honour Woody for his many contributions to our 

club; he has been a dedicated member and active 

volunteer at the annual wild game dinner. 

 Twenty-seven participants showed up on what 

turned out to be a very hot day. Only 3 fish were brought 

to our weigh-in station. Wade Wood presented the 1st 

place winner, Herb Britton with the new memorial plaque 

and $135. Herbôs Lake Trout weighed in at 7 lbs 8oz. 

Second place and $81 was won by Lloyd George and a 

3lbs 15 oz Pickerel. Paul Robinsonôs 1lb 6 oz Lake Trout 

won him $54. 

 Each winner also received a grab 

bag full of fishing tackle donated by 

GôN FishNô. 

 Many thanks to everyone who took 

part in this day. A huge thank-you to 

Rob Thibadeau for donating the 

memorial plaque which is to be left at 

the hatchery with the annual winnerôs 

name engraved on it. Rob donated 

several prize items as well, so each 

entrant went home with something. 

 A generous donation of $100 was 

presented to HHOA President Keith 

Hodgson by Barb Wood. 

 Once again, Outdoor Plus provided 

us with the digital scales for the weigh-in station. We are 

so lucky to have the support of all the businesses who 

help us throughout the year, so donôt forget to support 

them. 

 In closing, weôd like to report that the total money 

raised during this event was $390. It will be used in one 

of our many conservation projects.

 Since the mid 90s there have been significant changes 

in our fishing regulations. Annually, MNR biologists, 

managers and technicians attempt to review active fishing 

regulations, update the regulation book and publish them 

in a catalogue of which lakes are accessible, lists of fish 

species and which of the thousands of lakes in Ontario that 

have those extra special regulations. Well through the past 

year, members of the HHOA have been involved in a 

public consultation process to review walleye regulations 

in Ontario in conjunction with the MNR zone changes 

implemented in 2005. 

 The farther this process goes on, the more we become 

aware that senior MNR staff are incompetent.  The whole 

purpose of this exercise was to simplify the regulation 

book.  The purpose now, as it seems, is to 

pursue this without having a clue as to the 

repercussions. It will not make the 

regulation book simpler; in fact, the 

opposite is true.  It also will broad stroke 

some great individually managed 

watersheds and lakes, taking away years of 

successful management at the local level. 

 The pickerel regulations are a prime 

example.  If not for some heavy lobbying 

by OFAH and in particular biologists Terry 

Quinney and Dave Brown, local MNR 

Dave Flowers and Bill Hutson and 

concerned local anglers who cared enough 

to fill in the comment package, we would 

have been saddled with a slot limit that did not fit our area.  

We would see added pressure to our large mature females 

which are the guts of the population, especially in the 

Kashagawigamog chain of lakes.  Their lobbying has 

successfully stayed the regulation changes for a one year 

review. 

 Thank you to all the stakeholders at our meeting this 

spring in Haliburton.  This meeting was more influential  

than you may have thought and shows a direct relationship 

between effort and result.

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 Hello everyone.  I hope everyone has had a good 

summer and is getting ready for hunting season.  The 

leaves are starting to change, the nights are cooler and my 

dogs are definitely letting me know itôs time to go 

hunting. 

 Sunday hunting is an issue that is still in the works.  

With November elections coming, new council members 

are putting their names forward and we should all be 

going out to the All Candidates meeting and asking 

where they stand on this issue. Public safety is a key 

reason for Sunday hunting, however, I believe some of 

our councilors donôt seem to agree.  They appear to be 

more concerned about the image of a summer tourism 

destination rather than the safety of all travelers, 

vacationers and residents of each municipality.  Due to 

the high population of deer and bear, collisions with 

wildlife have increased 86% over the last 10 years.  There 

is a reported motor vehicle/wildlife collision every 38 

minutes in the province.  Ninety percent involve white 

tailed deer.  Without the annual deer hunt, wildlife 

experts estimate that vehicle collisions with deer are 

expected to increase at least 300%. 

 Ontario hunters have an exceptional safety record.  

All hunters must complete over 20 hours of training and 

pass federal and provincial examinations.  The Canada 

Safety Council has reported that hunting is measurably 

safer than a number of outdoor adventures including 

hiking, skating, boating, golf and cycling. 

  Sunday hunting has been legal since September 1, 

2006 in new areas, but has been legal north of the French 

River for years.  Renfrew County has had it since the 

40ôs.  It is a most desirable tourist destination, a lot like 

our county and many people take advantage of Sunday 

hunting. 

 Please remember election time and do not vote for 

someone that doesnôt support Sunday hunting.

 In the past 10 years, the HHOA has been active in 

assisting the Ministry of Natural Resources with assessing the 

state of fisheries in several Haliburton lakes. The Community 

Fisheries Involvement Project (C.F.I.P.) oversees spawning 

assessments in the spring and fall, and we have built, 

improved and/or enlarged several spawning shoals for lake 

trout and/or pickerels in the Drag River, Lake 

Kashagawigamog, Kennisis, Mountain, Big Hawk, Glamor, 

Gull, Halls, Koshlong, Red Pine and Loon Lakes.   

 This spring a group of MNR and HHOA volunteers 

conducted a pickerel spawning shoal assessment program on 

both Soyerôs Lake, Minden Township and Loon Lake, Dudley 

Township.  In April a crew of two:  Matthew Blackman and 

Jonathon Dunsmore concentrated on Loon Lake but were not 

very successful in locating spawning fish.  The dark cold 

nights on Soyerôs Lake didnôt help, but I think the 13 

volunteers did enjoy themselves.  Thank you to Chris Miller, 

Karl Mueller, Steve Carnochan, Al Cole, Larry Little, Lisa 

Good, Patrick Good, Keelan Gurr, Marcel Crete, Ross 

Partridge and Peter Alexander for their assistance with this 

yearôs CFIP Spawning Assessment work in these two lakes.  

All data was recorded with the Minden MNR office, and will 

be available for review shortly. 

 Right now, we are looking for volunteers to help us with 

the fall lake trout spawning assessment work on Soyerôs Lake  

for the three weeks following Thanksgiving. Patrick Good is 

very active within the Soyerôs Lake Association to gather 

volunteers from members of the Soyerôs Lake community, but 

we need a few volunteers to help them and to conduct the 

surveys on Loon Lake.  Peter Alexander, chair of CFWIP 

Projects, will be working with the MNR to train volunteers for 

the assessment work. 

 The spawning shoals have been identified, now we just 

need to identify the species of fish cruising the shoals and 

count the number of lake trout actively expressing spawning 

behaviour.

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 Improve Your Chances For This Yearôs Hunt 
 There are several firearm-related 

items that you can do to increase your 

chances of having a successful hunt this 

season. 

 

Sights: 
 More hunters are asking that their 

firearms have sights changed so that 

they will stand a better chance of being 

successful. Since many hunters in our 

area harvest game under fifty yards, 

they want better definition iron sights or 

scopes that have a low range of 

magnification combined with a wider 

field of view at closer distances. The 

most popular iron sight systems use 

bright orange or green fibre optic 

inserts. The most popular scope systems 

have coated optics and well-defined 

dual thickness cross-hairs and 

magnification in the 1.5X to 5X range. 

The quality of all systems is excellent 

and the prices are very reasonable.  

 Check your firearms - are sight 

changes a wise idea? 

 

Service: 
 It almost goes without saying: 

keep your firearms cleaned or get them 

serviced periodically by a competent 

gunsmith. The majority of firearm 

problems relate to accumulated dirt and 

debris and are completely avoidable by 

following good, periodic cleaning 

procedures. 

 When was the last time your 

firearms were thoroughly cleaned? 

 

Accessories: 
 Of the many accessories available 

for firearms, a good sling that can be 

used for helping aim is a good 

investment. Scope caps of the ñflip-upò 

variety are also worth buying, 

particularly if you hunt in the rain or 

snow.  

 

Ammo: 
 Thereôs constantly new 

developments with ammunition. 

Perhaps the most noteworthy this year 

is ammunition equipped with soft 

pointed tips that allow their use in rifles 

with magazine tubes. While an obvious 

advantage is that misfires are prevented 

by the soft tips resting on primers; the 

main advantage is that the ballistic 

characteristics of the ammunition is 

improved to the point that the range of 

the firearm is significantly extended 

with improved accuracy. 

  

Sighting-in and Practice: 
 Next to keeping your firearm clean 

and working properly, spending pre-

season time to sight-in on paper is 

perhaps the most important thing you 

can do. 

 There are three golden ñtipsò 

worth remembering when sighting-in:

 Rest the forearm on your hand. 

 For óscope sights, you must always 

remember that if the sight adjustment is 

indicated on the sight as ¼ minute angle 

at 100 yards that one click adjustment 

will move the point of impact ¼ inch at 

100 yards. This means that one click 

will move the point of impact 1/8 inch 

at 50 yards and 1/16th inch at 25 yards. 

In short, know that you can have a fair 

bit of turning of the scope adjustment 

knobs when the target is up close.  

 For iron sights, remember that you 

move the rear sight in the direction you 

want the point of impact to move. 

 After youôve finished the paper 

sighting-in, take a few shots standing 

up, wearing your hunting clothing! 

 

Paperwork: 

        Last but certainly not the least, 

make sure that your firearm licenses  

are current. And always carry the 

registration certificates for your 

firearms with you.

Not only did 

we complete the necessary maintenance 

work on the ponds, grounds and 

buildings, the hatchery committee has 

been active with raising and stocking 

walleye and making improvements to 

the hatchery and rearing facilities. 

 In April, many of you saw us at  

the MNR office on Head Lake where we 

conducted a local egg collection for 

walleye. Through the months of April, 

May and June, the hatchery volunteers 

spent many hours working with these 

fish, and successfully stocked 12,000 

walleye summer fingerlings into local 

Haliburton County lakes. 

 With successful years of walleye 

stocking completed, local fishermen can 

hope to see a walleye fishery opening 

soon in these lakes in the next few years. 

 This year, our walleye pond was in 

great shape, and we wish to thank all the 

volunteers and contractors who helped 

us make the necessary improvements to 

it. It was a big job, and after several 

years, we appreciated the efforts while 

working with the fish this year. 

 Every summer there is a number of 

youth who spend many hours working at 

the hatchery. This year, Mallory Bishop 

and Patrick Good worked at the hatchery 

to help the volunteers complete the 

daunting number of maintenance tasks 

that needed to be done. Mallory and 

Patrick did a great job, and they both 

were a big help. We wish them well and 

good grades for the upcoming year at 

school. 

 Annually, the Ontario Ministry of 

Natural Resources hosts two summer 

programs for youth. The Ontario 

Rangers and the Ontario Stewardship
